It seems just a short time ago that NASASPôs 

Overseas Committee sent its national officer and 

contractor on a diplomatic mission to Kuwait to 

meet with base commanders and customs officials  

to identify a transportation network for returning 

excess warfighter equipment to our communities 

across the nation.  

 

That trip set the pace for a series of new and  

exciting benchmarks in NASASPôs history.  

NASASPôs program to return equipment from 

overseas has been in place for decades.  However, 

returning nonstandard military equipment during  

an active military campaign in Iraq - historic! 

 

Thanks to the collaborative efforts and ideas of 

members of Congress and officials from the U.S. 

Department of Defense, Logistics and Materiel 

Readiness, and the General Services Administration, 

NASASP has successfully returned more than $7 

million in excess military equipment to our local 

governments and communities across the nation.  

 

First and foremost, this excess equipment is given 

reutilization priority for use by our men and women  

in uniform.  But back home in our communities 

across the nation, we witness Americans battle a 

different kind of warða war to reignite and rebuild 

our economy and jobs.  Thanks to the Federal 

government, the State Agencies for Surplus Property 

(SASPs) are returning necessary equipment and 

property to help our struggling local governments 

keep taxes low; we are helping Not-For-Profit  
organizations who assist our neediest organizations 

keep overhead low; and certainly--know this  

equipment also helps our American small  

businesses hire or retain workerséand the list  

goes on!   

 

By returning and reutilizing this surplus wartime 

equipment and property, we take a stand reinvesting 

in the fight against poverty and improve education; 

we ñreuseò it to secure and protect our 

neighborhoods, homes and families; we place this 

equipment back into service to help a healing nation 

mend by returning dignity to displaced American 

workers.  NASASP stands tall in its belief that there 

is no greater use for excess and surplus property than 

thru reutilizationðgiving American taxpayers 100 

percent of the equipments useful life rather than 

selling it for pennies on the dollar or giving it away 

as foreign aid.  Now, today, we are bringing it back 

to Americaðfor Americans! 

 

In this issue of NASASP news, you will read about 

how this equipment has had an impact in our local 

communities: police, fire, schools, road districts, 

local governments, not-for-profit organizations ï  

and small businesseséand more, benefit every  

day by reutilizing taxpayer funded equipment.

Milan, Illinois is a very small community just 

southeast of the Quad Cities and no stranger 

to rising flood waters of the Mighty 

Mississippi.   
 

Mark Beckwith, Police Chief for the Village 

of Milan, is responsible for patrolling 10 

miles of levy in and along this mighty river.  

As he always does during planning for river 

events (Floods of 2007 and 1993), Chief 

Beckwith took stock of his resources as flood 

waters approached and sought out additional 

supplies and equipment not only for Milan, 

but especially for other nearby communities 

in the flood zone.  
 

Chief Beckwith called the ILSASP in need  

of vehicles that could be used off road in 

extreme wet and muddy conditions to 

transport volunteers and sandbags.  He also 

needed more flood light sets, command tents, 

and generators, to plan for backup and 

emergency shelters.  

 

 

He was able to acquire this Polaris Ranger,  

a Kawasaki ATV, two generators (pictured 

lower left), two tents and two light sets for a 

grand total service and handling charge of 

$6,350 from IL federal surplus.  That is a 

huge savings for the Village of Milan, 

considering original acquisition costs for 

these items totaled over $43,159! 
 

Due to the small size of this rural 

community department, these are assets 

Chief Beckwith and the Village of Milan 

could never have afforded if not for the IL 

federal surplus. 

The (ILSASP) has received more than 

$560,000 worth of equipment from the 

U.S. Armyôs operations in Iraq through the 

U.S. General Services Administrationôs 

(GSA) Federal Surplus Donation Program.  

In the past two years, the Federal Surplus 

Property Program has resulted in 

approximately $39 million in taxpayer 

savings through reutilized federal surplus 

equipment for more than 1,800 Illinois 

organizations.

Located in Homer, LA, James Spillers is a 

Narcotics Agent with the Claiborne Sheriffôs 

Office.  Heôs responsible for law enforcement 

tactical teams serving a population of over 

15,800 and covering 750 square miles. 

 

He was thrilled to receive two all-terrain 

vehicles from the Louisiana State Agency for 

Surplus Property.  One is a John Deere 6X4 

Gator; a six wheel utility vehicle and the other 

a 2205 Polaris Ranger 4 WD side-by-side.   

He plans to use them for marijuana eradication, 

meth lab demolition and reaching crime scenes 

in remote areas.  Heôs already used them for 

dismantling a meth lab! 

 

ñThese vehicles allow us to safely reach areas 

we canôt take regular police vehicles.  In the 

past, weôve used regular 4 wheel ATVs.  In the 

past, weôve had injuries from rollovers using 

the single rider versions.  These are more 

stable and efficient in that they allow us to 

carry equipment to and from the crime scene.  

Plus, these older models run better than the 

newer models on the market and the budget 

savings are huge!ò claims Spillers. 

 

Claiborne Parish had to put some money into 

repairing the vehicles, but still got them for a 

fraction of the regular retail cost.  With repairs, 

Spillers estimates they have about $2700 into 

the Polaris Ranger, which he projects retails for 

over $12,000 and $1500 into the John Deere 

Gator, which he projects retails for $18-
$20,000.

Located in Lacassine, LA, the Jefferson 

Davis Parish School Campus holds over 

600 students in grades Pre-K through 12.    

 

Robert Price is the High Schoolôs 

Agriscience Teacher and Future Farmers of 

America Advisor.  He teaches a small 

engine repair class, so receiving a Robin 

Diesel Generator from the LA State 

Agency for Surplus Property in need of 

repairs was perfect for them! The generator 

has cracked fuel lines and faulty starter 

recoil so it is perfect for a troubleshooting 

project for his class. 

 

ñWe currently have a large gasoline  
generator that is trailer mounted and have 

been searching for one that can be lifted 

and carried around the campus for various 

projects, such as powering electrical tools 

like grinders, saws and sanders where 

electricity is not available.  If we are able  

to repair the generator, we will also use it 

to supply power tools for livestock projects 

like hair trimmers, clippers and de-horners.  

We are extremely happy to have found it  

in the federal surplus inventory at Baton 

Rouge!ò Price says. 

 

They acquired it for a service and handling 

charge of only $300 for the generator and if 

found operable will be a steal compared to 

$3500 regular retail! 
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Union Parish Fire Departments Thankful for Rescue 

Extraction Kits That Helps Save Lives 
 

Serving over 24,000 people in Farmersville, LA the Union Parish Police Jury is responsible for 

overseeing Parish roads, landfills, the airport, jail, library, health unit, and homeland security.  So, 

when Dan Morgan, Parish Secretary Treasurer, found four Rescue Extraction Kits in LA State 

Agency For Federal Surplus, he got on the phone with the Parishôs four fire stations and took 

orders for all of them.

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The extrication process consists 

mainly of six parts: 

�x Protection of the 

accident scene  

�x Patient triage and initial 

medical assessment 

�x Securing the vehicle to 

prevent movement 

�x Opening the vehicle so 

medical personnel can 

access the victim(s) 

�x Removal of a section of 

the vehicle so victim(s) 

can be safely removed 

�x Removal of the victim 

ñMinutes matter when trying to get people out of a 

crashed vehicle.  In the past, a fire district that didnôt 

have an extraction kit would have to call a neighboring 

fire district to borrow one.  These units are the best on 

the market, which include the jaws-of-life, drills, saw 

blades and everything we need for an extraction.  

Receiving them for a service and handling charge of 

only $10,000 each allowed us to get equipment we 

would not be able to otherwise due to budget 

restrictions,ò explains Morgan.  He estimates they  

retail for over $20,000 new.
