The Gretna Police Department is proud to have in its fle
of police vehicles, a 5.5 ton, high water transportation
vehicle (M931A1IWO/W) manufactured by Am General
Corporation. This vehicle has a 400 horse power
Cummings diesel engine; all wheel drive (10 wheels) ar
has the ability to operate in 60 inches of water with a
towing capacity of 5.5 tondt has been used for high
watersearch and rescue during hurricanes and coastal
flooding and has also proved beneficial in the
transportation of other heavy equipment such as
generators, fuel tanks, and refrigeration units during
catastrophic events.

The vehicle also assists in maintaigithe 24 hour patrol
activities of the Gretna Police Department during region

flash flooding which the Gretna area is susceptible to
during the summer monthdt is equipped with emergency
equipment such as a chain saw, pick axe, flotat@rices,

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Little River Drainage District, MO Federal Surplus Helps
Keep Nearly 2 Million Acres of Wetland Dry

The Little River Drainage District is the largest drainage
district in the United States. Itaw formed in 1907 by
private landowners who sought to drain the Missouri
"glades," the largest wetland in the nation, consisting of
approximately two million acres of swampland and fores

Today, nearly 1000 miles of ditches colkethe water
from severcountiesand 1.2 million acres and moves it
into the Mississippi River near Helena, ArkansBgfore
the land was drained, only ten percent of the area was
suitable for agriculture and residendgurrently, 96
percent is clear and wat#ree year roundTheditches

and levees were constructed over a period of
approximatelfifty years, the largest land transformation
in the world

In 2010, The Little River Drainage District received five
trailers, two surveying sets, two theodolites, a storage
container, cleaning supplies, two tool sets, tools, an
anvil, an air wrench, and many other items too numerot
to mention from the MissouBtate Agency for Surplus
Property. All totaled, they received over $130,000 in
acquisitioncosts of property for under $2500 in service
and handling fees.
